Rules and Regulations
1. No weights behind rear axle.
2. No use of four-wheel drive.
3. Tractor draw bar height must be 20” from top of hitching device, to the ground
4. Tractor must be stock appearing and have fenders and seat.
5. Tractor exhaust must point away from spectators.6. All operators must remain seated during
pull and follow instructions of track
official.
7. Evidence of alcohol is grounds for disqualification.
8. All weights must be securely fastened on brackets and NOT in cab
or on platform. (NO CHAINS)
9. 75” mark is commitment.
10. First place finishers may move up one class.
11. First puller of each class has the option of re-pulling at the end of the class,
however the decision must be made before the sled is unhooked.
12. Anything falling off a tractor during the pull results in automatic
disqualification.
13. Track Officials’ word is final.
14. Competitors must be 18 years of age or older, and all drivers will
sign a release.
15. No pulling from 3-point hitch lift arms.
16. All tractors must have engine throttle controlled ONLY by
manufacturer’s original throttle linkage.
17. Winners of classes may be weighed immediately after the pull.
