Rules

. No alcoholic beverages will be consumed before or during event.

. Waiver must be signed before pull starts.

. Hook-ups must be no higher than 13”.

. Using any tire other than turf tires or adding weights will put you in the modified

class.

. Driver must stay seated while pulling.

. No jerking chain on the transfer. Chain must be tight before pulling.

. All drivers must obey the Marshall.

. If driver pulls out of bounds, he is finished.

. If the Marshall feels that your tractor lifts too high on the front end during the

pull, you will be flagged to stop.

10. You must finish your class with the same weight you started with. You cannot
add or remove any weight during the event.

11. The winner of each class may move up the next class. At this time, only the
weight of the tractor will be changed.

12. Horsepower is capped at 22 H.P.

13. A full pull is 100 feet: |
-the front of the transfer on the starting line
-the front of the transfer on the finish line

14. No spectators in the ‘pit’ area after the pull starts.
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
